The meeting opened at 8:10pm under the chairmanship of Mike Webb
Open Forum

Liz Gates expressed her concern over the lighting at Cranmer Court and handed a letter to Councillors. Farleigh Court Road from Church Road to Little Farleigh Green is breaking up at the roadside; this narrow road is liable to flooding and becoming worse recently. Chris Camden advised that the problem is caused by water draining from fields; the owners are being contacted to renew/replace the ditches. The golf course lighting is still giving problems, it is on all night despite assurances that it is turned off. Chris Camden is looking into this. The rubbish bin on Great Farleigh Green needs to be emptied, Chris Camden will arrange this. The grass verges need to be cut on Great Farleigh Green and surrounding area. David Hodge said he would address this issue later in the meeting.

Object. Formation of a separate dwelling. Considered an unsuitable development in a rural area and a change of use of existing buildings

5. Highway Matters. 
David Hodge reported that there has been approval of funding for highway matters in the area, including local structural problems. Harrow Road is top of this list, with parking restrictions second. Grass verges and sight lines are next and a drainage gang to jet out drain etc is 4th. Speed management is 5th, with additional monies being sought. Chelsham & Farleigh are second on the speed management list. Broken pipes under roads etc. are 6th. It was agreed that all repairs should be properly undertaken not just temporary infills. Grass verges in the area are not being cut; David Hodge is trying to get this done. David Marden suggested that two cuts a year is sufficient as long as these are done at more appropriate times. The chicane near the Boys Club is very overgrown and in need of urgent attention, David Hodge has requested the removal of two of the local chicanes. David Hodge would like the community highways officer to be more accessible to Parish Councils and local people. A working group has been set up to investigate the best way of dealing with potholes.
6. Common Land 
Philippa Gates has now confirmed that the finger posts will be replaced.

7. Parish Walk. The annual parish walk took place prior to this meeting. It was noted that there is a tree down on the bridleway on Bull Common; the bridleway needs some clearance works. Mill Common appeared to be clear of debris this time. The area to the rear of Westview on Chelsham Common needs to be cleared, as does the area to the rear of Heathfield Cottage. Rubbish around the benches and ponds on Chelsham Common also need to be cleared. Barry was thanked for replacing the seat near the pond on Farleigh Common. It was agreed to obtain estimates for the works required on our common land. The owners of Little Commons are parking on common land, clerk to write to advise them of our ownership of this land.
8. Risk Assessment.  Councillors agreed that they were happy with the content of this and the item could be removed from the agenda

9. Newsletter.  Clerk requested input for the next newsletter from Councillors. 
10. Help for Heroes event 2009 Just under £17,000 had been raised at this year’s event. The next event may not take place until 2010 and would be removed from the agenda for the time being.
11. Election of planning officer. Neville Baker Matthews was elected planning officer for July & August.
