6. Common Land

Two contractors would be approached with a view to quoting on the works required on Chelsham Common, and that posts need to be installed on Bull Green to prevent vehicular access. Nick Fuller will be reminded about the seat to be put on Chelsham Common. Great Farleigh Green needs to be cut back from Chalgrave to the pond, also the ditches need to be cleared. Mike Webb will talk to Jonathon Bruce about this.
