3 Parkside Mews, Chelsham

Object. Parish Council understand permitted development removed from this site, and is therefore in breach of the original planning conditions
5. Highway Matters. 
The hedges in Chelsham Road will be cut back in the next couple of days, clearing the footpath. Harrow Road is now high on the priority list. Monies have been allocated for grass cutting; this will be used for cutting site lines. It was requested that these should be cut at appropriate times. Cllrs should send a list of their priorities to the clerk. Monies have been allocated to other aspects of highways and the expenditure will be carefully monitored. SLOW signs on the road near Elm Farm should also be on the approach from the Selsdon border. Liz Gates requested slow signs on Farleigh Court Road near Thatched Cottage, vehicles are driving too fast.  The hedges in Ledgers Road from Ledgers to Washponds Lane are in urgent need of attention. David Hodge reported that Fairchildes Lane is now in a very good condition.
6. Common Land 
Mike Webb reported that the finger posts have still not been replaced.
7. Parish Walk. The outstanding items from the Parish Walk will be itemised on the agenda and dealt with gradually. The owners of Little Commons had agreed that the land outside their premises is common land under the ownership of this Parish Council and that they would refrain from parking there in the future. Solicitor has written to the agents acting on the sale of the property on Mill Common regarding rights of access.
