8. Highway Matters. 
In the absence of David Hodge it was not possible to obtain a full update on the current situation with items previously reported. Washponds Lane is almost impassable due to some very large potholes. Clerk to write to David Hodge to advise how dangerous it is. There were two leaning lampposts previously reported in Harrow Road, one of these has now been straitened and the other one completely removed. A soakaway cover has been removed on land at the access to Farleigh Court Golf Course by SCC grass cutter; this has been temporarily covered but does need to be properly repaired.
9. Common Land 
Chris Camden is establishing if planning consent is required for the bus stop on Farleigh Common. Clearing works on Chelsham Common have now been completed and the seats have been re-painted. The common now needs to be cut. There is some rubbish which needs to be cleared from Mill Common; this will be checked on the Parish Walk.
10. First Responders
This is a scheme were high quality first aiders are trained from within the community in order to attend any incident before the ambulance arrives. Tatsfield has the scheme going. It is hoped someone will attend the next meeting to discuss this further.
11. Annual Parish Assembly
Councillors were saddened by the political “point scoring” which went on at the meeting. It was felt that this detracted from the evening and it is hoped that politics will be omitted by those concerned from next years assembly. Otherwise it was agreed to keep the agenda to the same format next year.
