The meeting opened at 8:08pm under the chairmanship of Simon Peniston-Bird
In the public section Councillors were advised that a HGV using Ledgers Road had brought down a tree and caused chaos on the surrounding lanes. Support for better signage, or any other method of protecting the lanes and the people who live in the area was requested. Councillors advised that this has been an agenda item for over 10 years, speed limits at present are 60mph, which Councillors consider to be totally inappropriate. Chris Camden offered to write a piece to go into newspapers to see if more publicity would help.

TA/2009/372, 1 Coxs Cottages, Blackmans Lane, Fickleshole

Demolition of existing garage & erection of replacement double garage (Certificate of lawfulness for a proposed development) Cert.Law.refused PP required

TA/2008/1718 Cranmer Court. This application for a shed to store garden equipment was refused, but has been built anyway. Tandridge enforcement officers (Philip Evans) are aware of this breach. Cranmer Court management had been invited to attend a Parish Council meeting to discuss the number of planning applications and advise Councillors what they eventually want to achieve. So far Chris Camden has not received a response to this request
5. Highway Matters. 
There is no feedback on highway matters at the moment due to the imminent election. It is hoped that there will be more to report at the next meeting. The hedge at The Old Rectory on Farleigh Court Road has still not been cut back. There has been nothing done about the very large and dangerous potholes on Washponds Lane. Clerk will again contact David Hodge for urgent action on this.
