The meeting opened at 8:05pm under the chairmanship of Simon Peniston-Bird
1. Minutes of meeting dated 1st June 2009
The minutes, having been previously circulated, were duly approved.
2. Apologies for absence
David Hodge, who was attending another meeting and Neville Baker-Matthews who was working
3. Declaration of Interest by Councillors

In view of the proximity of Councillors homes in relation to the area and layout of the hamlets which make up Chelsham & Farleigh all Councillors declared a personal interest in the agenda items.
4. Youth Facilities
Wendy Pursehouse updated the Councillors on the latest position regarding the Youth Club sited in Warlingham. This club is available for the youths of Warlingham, Chelsham & Farleigh and it was felt that if appropriate transport was provided it would help people from Chelsham & Farleigh to make more use of the facility and prevent any potential for problems at the end of the evening. Buses4u would provide a service to get youths to the club and return them at the end of the evening for a cost of £15 per week. It is anticipated that once there are sufficient volunteers and the CRB checks have been undertaken that all the houses in the area will receive a leaflet letting them know of the clubs existence. It was agreed to fund the bus service for the autumn term of approx. 3 months on a trial basis.
5. First Responders
Peter Glover, Responder Operations Manager gave a presentation on First Responders, this is a group of volunteers who will respond to certain incidents prior to the ambulance service arriving. Full training would be given, with the volunteer being on call at times to suit themselves. The cost of the equipment required is £1,700, with all training being free of charge. All present, including Heather Harris, chair of Great Park Management Committee, were keen to get up and running with this service.

7. Highway Matters. 
David Hodge suggested that it might be beneficial for the Parish Council to elect a Highways Officer, who would be able to liaise directly with officers. Mike Webb will look into undertaking this role. The large potholes in Washponds have still not been dealt with despite this Parish Council expressing their concerns over the danger here. Drain outside Elm Farm is blocked and was not cleared by the recent lorry attending the area. The drain cover outside the Golf Course has still not been dealt with permanently.
8. Common Land 
It was agreed that Simon would obtain a quotation for works to clear vegetation and to tidy a tree at Cherry Tree Cottages.

The litter bins on Farleigh Common are still not being emptied regularly. Clerk to write to Steve Hyder to request weekly collections.
9. Parish Walk

This took place, the only issue being the vegetation at Cherry Tree Cottages.
10. Election of planning officer. Neville Baker Matthews was elected planning officer for July and August. 
11. Finance.
