An email had been received from Cranmer Court Nursing Home advising that there were no current proposals for further planning applications, should this change they will notify the Parish Council. Councillors felt the application with the most adverse impact on the area was the one regarding lighting.
5. Highway Matters. 
Mike Webb kindly offered to take over responsibility of highway matters for the Parish Council. Washponds Lane is currently undergoing works. The signpost at the top of Slines Oak Road is down again, this will be dealt with when the road gang are in the area later this month. It might be necessary to move the sign a little further back.
6. Common Land 
Clerk to write to Merton College to ascertain the current position regarding the bus stop. This needs to be in place before the winter sets in to provide a service for the staff at the nursing home. Chris Camden will email details of the contact at Croydon Council in order that the removal of ragwort in their fields near Knights Garden Centre can be achieved. A site meeting with Downlands group had taken place and they will be undertaking some works on the pond near Cranmer Court during November. Following this SCC will install appropriate drainage.

The annual audit had been completed and the Clerk handed a copy of the internal auditor’s recommendations to each Councillor. Tony Roberts agreed to undertake the responsibility for the risk assessment; clerk will provide him with copies.
