David Hodge gave an update on Surrey Highways. There is a new Winter Maintenance programme; all salt bins will be filled in the next three weeks. There is a Safe Drive campaign which aims to educate motorists not to use mobile phones whilst driving, to wear seat belts etc. consistent offenders will b sent on training courses or booked. Speed limits on country lanes were discussed and again Councillors requested that the limit be reduced. It was agreed that Simon Peniston-Bird will write to David Hodge to formally request a blanket speed limit on 30mph. Also request speed advisory signs. Street lights will be replaced in an ongoing programme, with performance standards being put into effect in the near future.
Mike Webb reported that washponds Lane had now been completed, although the loose chippings need to be cleared to prevent them breaking up the road surface. The Slines Oak sign has now been put back n place.
