The meeting opened at 8:03pm under the chairmanship of Simon Peniston-Bird
Heather Harris of Great Park Committee addressed the meeting to outline Great Parks plans for the cemetery. Graves are not correctly marked, markers having been moved during the development period and over the years. Great Park would like to clear the area with an ongoing maintenance programme.
The owners of The Old Laundry addressed the meeting regarding their planning application. The existing house is not well insulated and the owners would like to demolish this and erect a new home. Chris Camden did not take part in this discussion.

2. Apologies for absence

3. Declaration of Interest by Councillors

An email had been received from Woldingham Parish Council regarding Worm’s Heath Cottages concerning the planning breaches which were brought to the attention of Tandridge by this Parish Council over a year ago. Clerk to write to Tandridge asking why there has not been a conclusion to this.
6. Highway Matters. 
Chris Camden expressed his dismay that the list of highway defects, which had been discussed at a sight meeting with Mike Webb and members of Surry Highways, had still not been dealt with. He will go through the list and further update the meeting in January. It was reported that the road sides and surface of Beddlestead Lane are eroding and breaking up. This has caused damage to a vehicle.
7. Common Land 
Copies of the draft agreement for the bus stop were given to each Cllr. The agreement was accepted by all present. Chris Camden to obtain agreement from TDC then Merton College will be instructed to draw up the final deed.
Regarding the funding request for Great Park Cemetery, it was felt that the Parish Council was not able to help with an ongoing maintenance project, Cllrs did suggest that the best way forward may be to do nothing, it was also suggested that Great Park see if there is any advice available on ways to deal with this.

Confirmation had been received from Croydon Council that the ragwort in the fields between Knights Garden Centre and Ledgers Road will be dealt with in the near future.

The replanting of the ash tree and clearing of the area on Mill Common was now complete.

It was agreed that Neville will cut steps into the area near the notice board on Chelsham Common to enable access.

No further developments – this item will be removed from the agenda
9. First Responders

There are approx. 5 people prepared to undergo training for this, provisional dates have been booked.
10. Newsletter

11. Election of planning officer. Neville Baker Matthews and Tony Roberts were elected planning officers for December.

Precept to remain the same as last year at £9,000, proposed David Marden, seconded Mike Webb. The budget figures will remain the same. Councillors agreed to set the Chairman’s allowance at £500.
Two funding requests had been received, Air Ambulance, it was felt that this Parish Council was not able to assist in this. Great Park Cemetery, previously discussed, again not possible to support this.
