There was great concern regarding Church Lane fields. It seems that there is a business being run from there with the possibility of an application being submitted for fencing, if this was approved then there will be other plots fenced. Chris Camden will arrange an urgent meeting with Bob Evans to be attended by other Councillors to express the concern of this Parish Council
5. Highway Matters. 
Bob Anderson handed out a list of highway problems in the south of the Parish. Mike Webb reported that the signpost at Limpsfield Road and Slines Oak Road has still not been repaired. The 30mph gateway sign has still not been repaired.

Potholes in the area have not been attended to, it was felt that there is no movement on any highway problems in the area at all. David Hodge explained why it is not possible to undertake all the necessary repairs to local roads. Work is still being done with regard to localism and this Parish Council undertaking some of the works.
6. Common Land 
The bus stop was discussed, Councillors felt that if the introduction of a bus stop on Great Farleigh Green meant that the existing hail and ride system would cease that maybe it should be reconsidered. Clerk to establish if the hail and ride will cease or continue.
There have been problems with motorcycles on Mill Common again. They are accessing the common via the Boys Club field. They have cut down 13 trees and there is evidence of solvent abuse. Simon will investigate putting some telegraph poles in to stop them gaining access.

Downland Group has not responded regarding work on the three ponds on the commons, clerk will chase this.

Steve Hyder has promised to install some posts on Great Farleigh Green to stop vehicles driving on it.

7. Annual Parish Assembly
Everything is in place for the meeting tomorrow night.
8. Election of planning officer. Tony Roberts was elected planning officer for April, with any planning being delivered to his home. It was further agreed that he would contact Councillors if the due date was beyond the meeting date in order for our comments to be taken into account.
9. Finance.
