5. Highway Matters. 
Works scheduled to start on 22nd September in Skid Hill Lane.  David Hodge gave a report on how Surrey County Council is preparing to deal with proposed cuts; more information will be given when it is available. The new highway contract is currently under review New street lighting contract is working well. Community Infrastructure Levy is not working well and is due to be suspended in 2014.
Mike Webb reported that parked cars parked on Sunny Bank towards Selsdon make it hard for vehicles to pass each other; he suggested a sign at the top of the road “give way to oncoming vehicles”. Mike also requested the removal of the local traffic build outs.

6. Common Land 
Consent from the Secretary of State to allow the bus stop to be constructed has now been received. The licence has also been signed by all parties. Councillors agreed that the work to construct the bus stop can now go ahead. Chris Camden, Tony Roberts and Mike Webb had walked over Chelsham Common to inspect the trees and had found that 6 were missing and 2 need to be removed and replaced. Clerk to contact Downlands Group to ask for their advice. Simon and/or Mike will meet onsite to discuss the possibilities. This meeting should take place as soon as possible in order to get the works done before Christmas.

Fencing on the old Boys Club site has been cut and youths are gaining access to mill Common through it. David Hodge will arrange for this to be repaired.
7. Help for Heroes 
The web site is now up and running, clerk to arrange for a link from the parish council website to be made. Chris Camden suggested a display board to represent the parish council at the event showing what we do.
A spitfire has been booked and an aerial acrobatic display arranged. The possibility of levelling the site of the old road over the common was discussed and will be investigated further and reported at the next meeting.
8. Election of planning officer. Tony Roberts was elected planning officer for September
