The meeting opened at 8:05pm under the chairmanship of Simon Peniston-Bird
Phil Parmenter requested consent for a fun fair to be held on Chelsham Common on the Saturday and Sunday of the Help for Heroes event, which was approved. Phil offered to infill the ditches beside the track on Chelsham Common in order to open up the area, which was approved. It was felt that the light in the tree on the common should be LED, Phil agreed to change it after Christmas, when the Christmas lights came down. Councillors thanked Phil for cutting the common, including the verges normally cut by Surrey.
1. Minutes of meeting dated 6th September 2010
The minutes, having been previously circulated, were duly approved.
2. Apologies for absence
Were received from David Hodge.
3. Declaration of Interest by Councillors

In view of the proximity of Councillors homes in relation to the area and layout of the hamlets which make up Chelsham & Farleigh all Councillors declared a personal interest in the agenda items.

Retention of two water pools for willow
Land off Church Lane
Objection. Councillors considered this application invalid due to inaccurate information and felt it should be resubmitted. It is not an agricultural but a commercial undertaking. The area is not an agricultural holding. This illegal engineering operation is out of keeping and unsuitable for the area.
Councillors expressed their dismay and disgust at the way Tandridge deal with applications. There does not appear to be any consistency. A proposal to employ a planning consultant on an hourly basis as and when needed was proposed by Chris Camden and seconded by Mike Webb. A vote in favour was unanimous.

Concern was expressed over the “turn out” area, which Hilary Orr recently inspected. The clerk and Chris had been advised that this was merely an area with the top surface scraped off, a membrane laid and sand on top. No reference had been made to either of them regarding the hardcore laid under this surface which will surely require planning consent.
5. Highway Matters. 
Mike Webb found the missing “unsuitable for HGV” signs and Mike & Bob have reinstated these. Bob issued the latest highways list. Most items have been dealt with, some items remain outstanding and a couple of other things added to the list. David Hodge has assured Chris Camden that SCC is well equipped for salt should there be snow again this winter.
6. Common Land 
Works on the bus stop base will start very soon. Confirmation has been received from our insurers that our current cover is adequate. Clerk to contact our solicitors in order to formalise the cable on Chelsham Common. Clerk to remind Downlands Group that we have not received a reply regarding trees.
7. Help for Heroes 
This is progressing well. It is proposed that there will be a parachute drop included.
8. Japanese Knotweed.  This is not a notifiable weed. The owner of the land in question is not able to deal with the problem. Bob Anderson will investigate the cost of the chemicals needed to deal with this. 

9. Election of planning officer. Tony and Neville were elected planning officers for October
10. Finance.

A proposal to keep the precept at the current level of £9,000 was proposed by David Marden and seconded by Mike Webb and unanimously agreed.
