5. Highway Matters. 
Weather has made local road inspection impossible at present. The drainage ditch under Chelsham Common Road is blocked. The drain is damaged but is being dealt with by Surrey County Council. The road sign at Ledgers Road and Limpsfield Road has been damaged. Bob Anderson has reported this. David Marden was thanked for all the works he has undertaken clearing the roads. David has still not been officially notified regarding the road clearing by Surrey County Council. It was reported that some cars abandoned in the snow were damaged.
